Kayak; Paddle; Spray Skirt; Immersion-protective clothing (dry suit, wet suit w/paddle top, paddle top & dry pants, or some combination thereof – dry suits/pants MUST be worn with appropriate insulating layers underneath); PFD; Whistle; Footwear (no flip-flops!); Hydration (water or energy drinks); Lunch & Snacks; Self-Rescue equipment (e.g. paddle float, pump, sling, etc.); Personal Medications; Identification (e.g. driver’s license, etc.)

Spare paddle, sun glasses, sunscreen, lip balm, Marine VHF radio, cell phone in waterproof case, dry clothing (in dry bag), towel, extra layers of clothing (in dry bag), hat, paddling gloves and/or pogies, sponge, spare prescription glasses or contact lenses, small first aid kit
